When vowel contraction occurs 0}/0{ in OtR2/0{ & is either dropped or mixed with the last vowel
of the stem. There are five types of vowel contraction. Please read out the vowel-contracted

forms below (e.g. 7t2, X|L| 2, 7|C}21Q, and E}K) to get familiar with the way they sound.
